Regionalisation

Regionalisation – it starts on 1st October.

At the Annual Council Meeting last December agreement was reached to a proposal which enabled the Kent County Executive to put in place any necessary procedures to implement the processes required to effect Regionalisation on 1st October 2005.

At the May meeting of the Executive a team of 5 people, The President, Mrs. Gill Hughes, The Vice President, Mr. John Carrie, Mrs. Daphne Geer, Mrs. Kay Grimshaw and Mrs. Jean Scott was asked to work on a the draft of a revised Constitution for Kent to enable the clubs with their Headquarters in the London Boroughs to become a “sub-region” as is required within the Regionalisation process.

It is to be noted that the first three named are from clubs in “Rural” Kent and the latter two from clubs in “Metropolitan” Kent.

A revised Constitution has been drafted by the group and this will come before the next meeting of the Executive in July.

The proposal in the Constitution is that Kent County A.S.A. shall, with effect from 1st October, be formed of 2 sub-associations, Kent Rural Swimming Association, (KRAS), formed from all the clubs with their Headquarters outside the London Boroughs and Kent Metropolitan Swimming Association, (KMSA), formed from all the clubs with their Headquarters in the London Boroughs. This will comply with the requirements of Regionalisation that clubs in a “sub-region” must all have their Headquarters within the Region. In our case this is ASA London Region, i.e. the London Boroughs and ASA South East Region, of which rural Kent is a part. 

It is planned that the swimming competition structure will remain unchanged with a set of swimming championships as were held earlier this year, including members all of all the clubs Kent as we know it now.   

There is still some detail to be worked out after Regionalisation, particularly with regard to funds and funding.

The opportunity has been taken to go a little further and it will also be proposed that the Management Structure of the County Association will be streamlined – a process already undergone by the A.S.A., Southern Counties A.S.A. and a number of County Associations, including our neighbours in Sussex – doing away with the Executive Committee and Policy and Finance Committee and substituting a Management Committee consisting of a smaller number of members elected by and from both sub-Associations in proportion to their size, with a President, Vice President, General Secretary, 2 Assistant Secretaries (one from each sub-Association) and a Treasurer. Disciplines would be managed by persons appointed by the Management Committee. These Managers and indeed other Officers would not sit on the Management Committee by right, only if they are elected as a member of the Management Committee.

As we have to have the sub-Associations in place by 1st October and also that it is clearly uneconomic to call a Special General Meeting at this time, with the powers granted to the Executive referred to earlier, the Executive Committee will consider the proposals in July (there is no option but to have the sub-Associations) and will, if agreed, declare its intent to formalise the position by the proposing the adoption of a new Constitution incorporating both schemes at the Annual Council Meeting on 3rd December, when delegates can comment on and discuss the document. This proposed Constitution will be sent to all clubs with the papers for the A.C.M.

John Carrie
